Learning outcomes of the course:
The aim of the course is to provide an understanding of the basic ideas and arguments of
major figures in ancient philosophy, medieval philosophy, modern philosophy, and contemporary
philosophy. Figures such as Plato, Aristotle, Augustine, Aquinas, Hume, Wittgenstein, MacIntyre
will be studied and interpreted. The course proceeds through exposition, discussion, and reading.
Approach may be either historical or topical. At the successful conclusion of this course, students
will be able to: (i) demonstrate knowledge and understanding of major philosophers of Western
civilization, (ii) articulate a basic understanding of their philosophy through the distinctive tools
of analysis and argumentation
