
The Second Vatican Council is widely understood as one of the key events of the twentieth 
century. But its integration into the global history of the era has been at best partial. The 
lecture will probe the meaning of the council in places as diverse as Chile, Central Europe, and 
South Korea, and suggest how the council not only reshaped the trajectory of Catholicism, the 
world’s most multilingual and multicultural institution, but global history more generally.
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
