O rizikdch nadmerného pouZzivania mobilnych telefonov a ich aplikdcii uz nastastie jestvuje mnozstvo
vedeckej, odbornej i popularizacnej literatiiry i filmovych dokumentov. Problémom zostdva prevencia,
udrzanie sprdvneho rozsahu, pripadne terapia vznikajiicich zdvislosti a inych negativnych javov. Cielom
dizertacnej pridce je porovnat’ vseobecnii situdciu, dostupnii v rozsiahlych vyskumoch, s vybranymi
skupinami, charakterizovanymi fyzickou aktivitou a osobnou blizkostou svojich ticastnikov (napr.
skauting, sportové kriizky a zdujmové skupiny, turistika, socidlna angaZovanost, podpora misijnyjch
podujati, farské aktivity). Metéda: hibkovy vyjskum stanoveného poctu aktivnych ticastnikov v
jednotlivijch zdujmovych skupindch, ktorou sa mozno dopracovat aj ku konkrétnym podnetom a
skiisenostiam a tie v zdvere porovnat so statistickymi priemermi pouZivania internetu v danyjch vekovyjch
kategoriach.

Deti a mladi Zijii v intenzivnom kontakte s digitdlnymi technoldgiami a online priestor je pre vicSinu z
nich prirodzenyym ekosystémom, v ktorom naplitajii rozne svoje potreby. Vijskumy z poslednych rokov
ukazujii, Ze najcastejsim prostriedkom na pripojenie do internetu je smartfon. To prispieva k tomu, Ze
pouzivanie internetu zvicSa nie je obmedzené priestorom ani Casom, Co na jednej strane zvysuje
pravdepodobnost vyuZivania jeho benefitov, no na druhej strane sa zvySuje aj miera rizika negativnych
skiisenosti. Cielom prdce bude identifikovat’ vzorce pouzivatel'skyjch ndvykov deti a dospievajiicich a
rovnako aj vzorce prileZitosti aj rizik. Péjde o kvantitativny vyskum, ktory moze byt doplneny aj o
kvalitativny prook.

Children and young people live in intensive contact with digital technologies and online space is a natural
ecosystem for most of them to fulfil their various needs. Research in recent years shows that the most
common means of accessing the internet is through a smartphone. This contributes to the fact that
internet use is largely unconstrained by space or time, which on the one hand increases the likelihood of
reaping its benefits, but on the other hand also increases the risk of negative experiences. The aim of this
research is to identify patterns of children’s and adolescents’ usage habits, as well as patterns of
opportunities and risks. It will be a quantitative research, which may be complemented by a qualitative
element.

(doznievanie normalizacnej politiky, vplyvy gorbacovovskej perestrojky, Neznd revolicia, vznik
samostatnej Slovenskej republiky, prechod z planovanej na trhovii ekonomiku a pod.) a tiez diferencidciou
kulturneho Zivota (rozpad Zvizu slovenskych spisovatelov na menSie, aj postojovo vyhraiiované
organizdcie /najmi Spolok slovenskyjch spisovatelov a Asocidcia organizicii spisovatel'ov Slovenskal/, co
do istej miery kopirovalo pohyby postojovej diferencidcie celej spolocnosti). Periodikd, ktoré kladie prdca
do centra pozornosti, zasahovali tieto zmeny v persondlnych oblastiach, v meniacej sa vniitornej
Struktiire, v autorskej skladbe i v hodnotovych akcentoch. Prdca si kladie za ciel preskiimat velké
spolocenské zmeny v malom priestore literdrnej kritiky a publicistiky periodik Dotyky, Kultirny Zivot a
Slovenské pohlady - predpokladd totiz ich synekdochickii zdstupnost. Pozornost' bude venovand tak
vyznamovym, ako aj Zanrovo-jazykovym premendm sledovanej témy.

The decade defined by the years 1985-1995, which serves as the basis for observing literary and cultural
movements, can be perceived as particularly turbulent. Society was undergoing rapid changes (the
waning of the normalization policy, the effects of Gorbachev’s perestroika, the Gentle Revolution, the
emergence of the independent Slovak Republic, the transition from a planned to a market economy, etc.),
as well as a differentiation in cultural life (the dissolution of the Slovak Writers” Union into smaller
organizations with distinct attitudes, especially the Society of Slovak Writers and the Association of
Writers” Organizations of Slovakia, which to some extent mirrored the attitudinal differentiation
movements of the entire society). The periodicals that this study focuses on were influenced by these
changes in terms of personnel, evolving internal structures, author composition, and value emphases.
The objective of this work is to examine significant social changes within the narrow scope of literary
criticism and journalism in the periodicals Dotyky, Kultiirny Zivot, and Slovenské pohlady, assuming
their representative nature. Attention will be given to both the semantic and genre-linguistic
transformations of the subject under observation.

Dizertacnd prdca sa zaoberd vyvojom terminoldgie z oblasti dusevného zdravia v éeskych a slovenskijch
tlacenych médidch od roku 1948 po sucasnost. Kliicom k poznaniu je identifikicia toho, ako médid
zobrazovali problematiku duSevného zdravia, aké vyznamy pripisovali kl'icovym pojmom a ako tieto
vyznamy ovplyviiovali optiku spolocnosti na dusevné zdravie. Cielom price je teda identifikovat’ zmeny
v pouzivani, vijzname a hodnoteni pojmov suvisiacich s dusevnym zdravim. Vijskum sa opiera o metody
diskurzivnej analyzy, korpusovej lingvistiky a pragmatiky. Vyznamnym momentom je sledovanie
ofakdvanych sémantickych posunov v terminoldgii, ako aj eufemizacné a/alebo stigmatizujiice tendencie
jazyka médii. Prdca md prispiet’ k Sirsiemu pochopeniu vztahu medzi jazykom, médiami a spolocenskym
vnimanim duSevného zdravia, ako aj k reflexii historickych a sucasnych tendencii v pristupoch k
zobrazovaniu sledovanej problematiky.

Tradi¢nd schéma Zurnalistickych Zanrov zakorenend na Slovensku vznikala pred rokom 1989 a viaceré
Zdnrové modely postupne atrofovali, pripadne sa vniitorne natol'ko posunuli & diferencovali, Ze by si
zasliizili prehodnotenie. Ziada sa preto na zdklade Zinrotvornych kritérii nanovo preskiimat sicasnii
Zurnalistickit produkciu a pokisit sa pomenovat a zadefinovat' Zivé Zinrové modely. Treba to robit s
ohl'adom na funkcné zahranicné schémy, najmi anglo-americké, a svoje zistenia konfrontovat s
existujiicimi inspirativnymi poznatkami. Predlozend téma dizertacnej price zacieluje toto usilie na
printové dennikové Zdanre, ktoré mozno na zdklade dohody s doktorandom specifikovat’ smerom k seriéznej
alebo bulvdrnej Zurnalistike, a vyskumnii vzorku pripadne rozsirit o spravodajské portdly, cize o
novindrske materidly fungujiice v prostredi internetu.

The traditional scheme of journalistic genres rooted in Slovakia originated before 1989 and several genre
models gradually atrophied, or internally shifted or differentiated so much that they deserve to be
reconsidered. It is therefore called for, on the basis of genre-forming criteria, to re-examine contemporary
journalistic production and to try to name and define vivid genre models. This must be done with
functional foreign schemes, especially Anglo-American ones, and confront our findings with existing
inspirational knowledge. The presented topic of the dissertation thesis focuses these efforts on print diary
genres, which can be specified towards serious or tabloid journalism based on agreement with the PhD
student, and the research sample may be extended to online news websites, i.e. journalistic materials
operating in the Internet environment.

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strategies that allow global disinformation to achieve high virality within the Slovak media ecosystem.
The dissertation employs content analysis and media discourse analysis to identify these strategies,
exploring how local values, worldviews, and orientations become key factors in the reception and further
dissemination of disinformation narratives.
