The article addresses the issue of gender stereotypes and their impact on the work of social workers who primarily work with parents. It discusses traditional views of the
mother as the primary caregiver and the father as the breadwinner, noting that society is divided between those who support these roles and those who reject them. The
aim of the study was to compare the prevalence of gender stereotypes in the families of social workers in Slovakia, the Czech Republic, and Lithuania. The research used
pragmatic analysis, secondary data processing, and qualitative methods such as interviews and content analysis. The sample included 28 participants (13 from Slovakia,
7 from the Czech Republic, and 8 from Lithuania). The results showed that social workers often hold stereotypical views of mothers as carers and fathers as
breadwinners, which is reflected in their preference to work with women rather than men when addressing family issues. Furthermore, the study revealed a lack of
knowledge and education among social workers regarding gender equality. The authors recommend that future research explore this issue in developed countries where
gender equality is more widely accepted, which could contribute to breaking down entrenched stereotypical attitudes among social workers.
